Program Description and Reporting Requirements

PROGRAM NAME: 	Childhood Lead Base Poisoning Prevention   

PROGRAM CODE: 	011
 
FUNDING SOURCE:        MCH Funds

PURPOSE:  To provide and coordinate lead poisoning prevention and abatement activities with the Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program and Georgia Lead Hazard Control Program through the Chatham County Board of Health for the benefit of the counties in District 9-1.
      
FUNDING REQUIREMENTS:

Restrictions:
· Funds are to be used for testing of children for lead, environmental follow up of identified lead elevated children, testing child-occupied facilities for lead, and education and outreach materials and activities related to lead poisoning prevention.
· Allowable expenses are salary, fringe and lead associated travel, blood lead testing of high risk children, environmental capacity for follow up, education and outreach activities relating to lead, and identification of lead hazards which may expose children to lead through environmental investigations and clearances. Persons supported by allowable salary and fringe may provide other non-lead environmental health services as time permits.
· Indirect costs may not be charged to this program per MCH federal requirements.
· Medicaid billing for lead testing and initial/post environmental investigation is required for eligible children with revenue to be retained by the Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program.

Deliverables: 
Primary
· Test at risk children (children living or residing in target housing) for lead in the contractors’ service area.
· Maintain current EPD Lead Inspection/Risk Assessor certification.
· Ensure case management provided and environmental investigation conducted on all children with confirmed BLL of ≥10ug/dL and provide environmental clearances per protocol.
· Provide educational outreach programs (presentations and literature) directed at physicians and high risk neighborhoods to expand practitioners’ and community lead awareness.
· Attend all meetings, trainings, and conference calls with GHHLPPP staff as directed

Secondary
· Incorporate Healthy Home techniques in the lead program by ensuring Healthy Homes data (as directed by GHHCLPPP) is collected during the course of an environmental inspection in relation to a lead elevated child. 

PERFORMANCE MEASURES:

Objective: Ensure that 100% of children identified as lead exposed (≥10ug/dL) will receive case management in accordance with the 2012 Georgia Lead Case Management Guidelines and accepted environmental investigation protocols.

·  Number of children identified, screened, and confirmed as being lead Poisoned (≥ 10 µg/dL)
· Number of units with lead hazards identified
· Number of lead inspections performed and lead hazards identified
· Number of remediations 

Objective: Ensure that 100% of families receiving case management are instructed as to environmental and dietary practices to reduce lead exposure risks identified through case management follow-up evaluation. 

· Number of environmental and dietary educational materials provided to parent/caregivers

Objective: Ensure 6 educational outreach programs are held and directed at physicians and targeted high risk neighborhoods.

· Number of people that attended event
· Number of physicians or neighborhood contacts educated
· Number of educational materials distributed

Objective:  Ensure 100% compliance with the Georgia Healthy Homes and Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (GHHLPPP) data reporting requirements and the Regional Lead Coordinator (RLC) for the Health District in the follow up and remediation of detected lead hazards

· Collect and report Healthy Homes data in SENDSS

ALLOCATION METHOD:  Funds are distributed to the Chatham County Health Department based on it having the highest risk of lead poisoned children due to the oldest housing stock in the state and its ability to leverage the HUD Lead Hazard Abatement Grant with the City of Savannah Housing Authority.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:	 

1. A quarterly programmatic/performance statistical report is to be submitted not later than the 15th day after the end of each three month period during the term of this agreement.  The report is to be a contractor-generated narrative analysis of project accomplishments to include percentage of completion, problems, assistance needed and other elements to assist the EH Section in program evaluation. 
a. Included in the quarterly reports will be all performance measures, cost schedules, FTE allocations and other itemized expenses.
2. All environmental investigation reports are to be reported in SENDSS in the format provided by GHHLPPP and sent to the EH Section programmatic contacts electronically upon conclusion of the investigation. Post- investigation clearances with documented remediations must be included for all investigations.
