PROGRAM NAME: 	Cities Readiness Initiative- Law Enforcement Summit

FUNDING SOURCE:        Federal – (1U90TP000511, TP12-1201 HPP and PHEP)

PURPOSE:  The purpose of the SNS/CRI grant is to support state and local public health’s ability to receive, distribute and dispense medical countermeasures to the affected population. Security and transportation are a primary focus of an SNS deployment. The SNS Law Enforcement Summit provides a venue where Federal, State, District and Local partners are afforded an opportunity to discuss roles and responsibilities to ensure an efficient and effective response.  

      
FUNDING REQUIREMENTS:

Restrictions: 
· Funds can only be used to secure a meeting facility, banquet services (breakfast, lunch, and an afternoon snack), equipment (projector and screen), travel and lodging (for people traveling more than 50 miles).
· Program funds not utilized for the summit shall be returned to the state office.
· All Districts will submit an itemized proposed budget, to include vendor proposals on letterhead, to the Operations Deputy Director (Dawona Hough), Law Enforcement Summit Coordinator (Elaine Warren) and Director of Business Operations (Kesia Cobb) at least four weeks prior to the District’s scheduled law enforcement summit for approval. Only costs approved in the submitted budget are allowable.

Deliverables: 
Primary
· All Districts will negotiate and secure a meeting facility, banquet services, and equipment.
· All Districts will coordinate and process all necessary travel and lodging (for people traveling more than 50 miles) expenses.
· All Districts will invite their pertinent local planning partners/agencies involved in their SNS response to attend the law enforcement summit. 
· District staff will participate in summit activities: 
· Law Enforcement Lead(s) provide an update on current plans, identified gaps and efforts moving forward.
· District Training Coordinator will assist the State with the tabletop exercise.
·  Emergency Coordinators will participate in summit wrap-ups. 
· Two District staff member will assist with on-site registration. 

Secondary
· All Districts will provide the summit coordinator and SNS Program Manager (Gladys Arome) with a final list of expected participants at least 2 weeks prior to the summit. 
· All Districts will provide Summit Coordinator and SNS Program Manager the address of the meeting venue once it has been secured.  
· Prior to the summit, all Districts will receive a summit agenda, summit flyers, sign-in sheet template, evaluations, and registration signage. At the close of the summit, all Districts will receive a copy of these documents for record keeping/audit purposes.
· All Districts will disseminate summit flyers/information to all pertinent planning partners in an effort to promote summit participation.
· All District participants will receive certificates of completions which gives 7 hours of CEM credits, 7 hours of POST credits and 7 Georgia Association for Chief of Police Executive hours.  
· All Districts must send a copy of the final invoice/receipt/travel claim, with all charges paid, to the Operations Deputy Director (Dawona Hough), law enforcement summit coordinator (Elaine Warren) and Director of Business Operations (Kesia Cobb)no later than 30 days after their law enforcement summit.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES:

Objective:  Conduct law enforcement training as outlined in the CDC DSLR TAR assessment tool.

Objective: Conduct a presentation which outlines current district security plans, operational gaps identified and efforts being made moving forward.
Objective: Participate in a tabletop exercise designed to discuss local transportation plans, communication protocols and logistics for all district law enforcement agencies. 

ALLOCATION METHOD:  The districts receive funding based on an itemized budget which includes number of attendees, meeting space, meals, equipment, travel and mileage (traveling more than 50 miles) for district’s law enforcement activities approved by PHEP Program Management at the state level.
