· Vaccine purchases are not allowed.

Deliverables:

· The contractor must identify a coordinator to work with the Immunization Program to perform school based flu billing deliverables.
· The contractor must perform flu vaccinations at school based clinics.
· The contractor must administer flu vaccine to children and adolescents in a school based setting according to the guidelines set forth by the Immunization Office.
· The contractor must report each School based flu clinic activity at the completion of the activity (to include both the vaccine administration and data entry of the administration into the Georgia Registry of Immunization Transactions and Services). 
· The contractor must submit a performance review, including detailed activities with successes, barriers, and lessons learned at the completion of the School Located vaccination flu billing project.  Date of submission to be determined by Georgia Immunization Office.
· The contractor must submit a Grant-In-Aid line item budget for these funds submitted to the Immunization Program by December 31, 2012.
