	The Health Promotion Initiative aims to promote healthy behaviors throughout Georgia via innovative health promotion strategies that support the establishment of systems, policy and environmental changes that: increase physical activity; increase citizens access to healthy foods; and reduces Georgian’s exposure to second hand smoke.  


FUNDING REQUIREMENTS:

Restrictions: 

· Funding Period: July 1, 2013 to June 30, 2014. Funds must be spent by end of the funding period in accordance with the approved work plan.  All work plan deliverables must be achieved by end of funding period.
· Administrative costs may not be charged to this program unless a cost allocation schedule has been approved by the Division of Financial Services.  
· Funds cannot be awarded to any group or agency that receives direct funding from tobacco companies.
· Funds cannot be used to purchase equipment without state approval.  To obtain approval, submit a written request to the State Office detailing how the equipment will be used within the Health Promotion Program.  The District Health Promotion Coordinator is responsible for maintaining accountability for equipment, including appropriate use and tracking serial numbers.
· Funds cannot be used for events unless the event leads to a direct policy or environmental change. 
· Funds may not be used to purchase promotional items. This restriction also applies to mini-grants and or contracts. Funds cannot be used for one-time promotional events unless approved by the State Health Promotion Coordinator. 

Deliverables: 
Primary
· District must designate at least one staff person to serve as point of contact all programmatic related deliverables associated with this annex and the work plan.  
· Develop and implement a state approved district work plan.  
· Expend at least 50% of funds by December 2013; encumber all contracted funds no later than 90 days prior to the end of budget period. 
· Complete a mid-year budget assessment by January 31, 2014 using template provided by State Health Promotion Coordinator.
· Communicate all inquires; questions, requests and comments related to deliverables associated with this annex and work plan to State Health Promotion Coordinator.
· Participate in site visits, conference calls, and required video/web-based trainings, regional and annual state work plan meetings.

Secondary:
· Provide names/credentials of staff employed by this program. Any change in staff shall be submitted to the State Health Promotion Coordinator within 15 days of the change.

ALLOCATION METHOD:  

All 18 Health Districts will receive a minimum allocation of $65,000 via Program 466 to achieve 1-3 programmatic outcomes contingent upon approval of FY 14 work plan. 

· Level One (Core): $65,000 (achievement of 1- 3 outcomes)
· Level Two: up to $85,000 (achievement of 4-7 outcomes)
· Level Three: up to $100,000 (achievement of 8-10 outcomes) 

 Note:  All level three funding is contingent upon approval and funding from the CDC as part of the Heart Disease, Stroke, Diabetes and School Health proposal submitted April 2013.  The CDC has proposed July 1, 2013 as the notification date to for those states selected for funding. In the event that funds are not available districts will only need to reach the outcome targets that align with their funding level.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:
The State Health Promotion Coordinator will provide technical assistance and training to the district’s point of contact and will also monitor the contractor’s performance in achieving programmatic deliverables. Monitoring will occur via site visits/conference calls and by the reviewing reports.
