PROGRAM NAME: 	 Special Rape Prevention and Education Funding

PROGRAM CODE: 	471

FUNDING SOURCE:        Federal Sexual Violence Prevention Program


PURPOSE:   The Adolescent Health and Youth Development Program has been awarded special funds to collaborate with the State Sexual Violence Prevention Program to provide evidence-based opportunities to promote healthy relationships and prevent teen pregnancy among Georgia’s most vulnerable youth.  AHYD Programs in the following Districts are eligible for funding: Northwest District 1-1, North District 2, East Metro District 3-4, West Central District 7 and South District 8-1.  

   
FUNDING REQUIREMENTS:

· Funding Period: August 23, 2013 to October 31, 2013.   

· Funds cannot be used to pilot activities or programs without prior approval from the State Sexual Violence Prevention Program.

· Per funding source, charges to the cost allocation plan may not exceed 5% of the total allocation.  

· Per funding source, funds cannot be used to purchase equipment, or renovate a space and/or building.

· Funds may be used to support travel associated with approved funding proposal (i.e. training, lodging and mileage).

· Funds may be used to purchase promotional items and incentives to recruit and retain youth participants.  Incentives cannot include cash, nor gift cards.   

Deliverables: 
· Submit a proposal detailing proposed activities    

· Implement and/or provide a Master Training opportunity in an evidence-based prevention curriculum (ie. Safe Dates, Making A Difference, Making Proud Choices).

· Organize and implement a youth-led or youth influenced prevention activity that demonstrates a transfer in knowledge related to healthy relationships, teen pregnancy prevention or an approved adolescent health issue.

· Participate in required conference calls as identified by DPH.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:

· Submission of pre/post test summary
· Number of curriculums implemented by location and target population
· Number of unduplicated youth participating in programming
· Number of unduplicated youth service providers receiving training

Awarded programs must document and report activities on DPH template provided.  Additional submissions include sign-in sheets and data report.  Documents must be submitted to the DPH AHYD Program Consultant no later than November 30, 2013.

Receipts for all purchases and expenses must be produced as requested.   Programs must collect and maintain records and/or reports, which clearly and adequately document and support the program’s successful completion and reporting of all activities and requirements.  

The AHYD Program Consultant will serve as the point of contact between District AHYD Programs and the State Sexual Violence Prevention Program.  The PREP Coordinator will monitor performance in achieving programmatic deliverables via conference calls and review of reports.   

Any change in PREP staff shall be submitted to the State AHYD Program within 10 days of the change.


ALLOCATION METHOD:  Funds will be allocated to the Lead Agency in the following Health Districts: Northwest District 1-1, North District 2, East Metro District 3-4, West Central District 7 and South District 8-1.  

Districts will be awarded through a competitive application process based on a review and scoring formula determined by DPH.
