Risk Criteria Training 
· Inappropriate Feeding Practices – Infants – using Human Milk terminology and updating Human Milk storage guidelines; additionally some renamed for clarity
· Training on problematic diagnosis in selecting specific inappropriate feeding practices – Women, Infant and Children
· Dental Problems changed to Oral Health Conditions with changes in the definitions for selecting the risk – Oral Health will be providing a 30 minute training on Georgia Oral Health Recommendations
· Depression – removed the risk criteria from children
· Underweight or At Risk of Underweight – changes for electronic plotting
· High Weight for Length – changes for electronic plotting
· Short Stature or at Risk of Short Stature – changes for electronic plotting
· Low Head Circumference (when it is obtained) – changes for electronic plotting
Revised the Risk Criteria Handbook Attachments:
· Removed lists that were outdated or rarely used by providers: high risk criteria lists, common names of illegal street drugs/drugs of abuse, recommended food intake patterns, products containing caffeine, food sources of vitamin A, food sources of vitamin C, food sources of folate, food sources of iron, food sources of calcium, herbs their use and potential risks, approximate metric and imperial equivalents
· Hemoglobin treatment guidance updated for Women and Children
· BMI table removed and replaced with current guidance for weight evaluation
· Reviewed and provided updated information on counseling the obese pregnant woman
· Updated dates where date calculations were part of the resource
· Updated the keys for smoking and alcohol to reflect current criteria
