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The format of the TB Update and Skin Test Certification Workshop has changed.  Participants will be required to take an online training, print out a certificate of completion, and bring the certificate to the class.  The onsite classroom time will be about 3 hours.  The online course takes about 1 ½ hours (2 hours max), so allow enough time prior to class. Under ” Evaluation/Posttest” pick Take Evaluation/Posttest.  (This step is necessary in order to be able to print out a certificate.)  Those auditing the course will not be presented with a posttest.
9) Return to “Participants Services” and choose Transcripts and Certificate.  Under “Transcript – All Courses”, you will see “Certificate”.  Click on Certificate on the same line that the course is listed.  Print out the certificate and bring to class.
