Procedures, Forms, Applications & Resource Documents
The Department of Community Health (DCH) establishes the authority in policy that grants the Office of Emergency Medical Services (OEMS) to create procedures that follows and interprets state statutes and Rules and Regulations. OEMS procedures are issued by an appropriate official in the department, usually the Director of the State Office of EMS. Consequently, due to the ever changing system of emergency services, procedures must be easily changed, unlike statutes or Rules and Regulations, which require action by the General Assembly or the Board of Community Health. For the reason procedures can be adjusted quickly to reflect changes or advances in emergency medical services.
Special effort on your part will be required to adhere to the most current publication of procedures from the OEMS. As necessary, the OEMS will maintain updates to procedures through this procedure registry.

It aims to ensure state of the art emergency medical care for the ill and injured child or adolescent; to ensure that pediatric service is well integrated into an emergency medical service system backed by optimal resources; and to ensure that entire spectrum of emergency services, including primary prevention of illness and injury, acute care, and rehabilitation, is provided to children and adolescents as well as adults. 
Georgia's EMSC program is supported by the federal EMSC program and works in collaboration with the Office of EMS/Trauma, Bioterrorism, Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), Maternal and Child Health Bureau (MCHB), National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) and other state and federal programs to increase the resources available.
EMSC has been federally funded in Georgia since 1994 and has developed many programs, distributed equipment and disseminated pediatric education in the state quite successfully.
